Event Details

The event will take place on Sunday 28th April 2013, at Woodfield Table Tennis Centre, Woodfield Avenue, Penn, Wolverhampton, WV4 4AF. 10 am start time… or join us from 9am for bacon sandwiches and coffee.
Purpose

The primary aim of the seminar is to provide a forum for players, club representatives and ETTA officials to openly discuss a range of issues relating to the future of the British League; with a secondary aim of highlighting potential candidates to join a new progressive committee.
Attendance

36 delegate places are available; Attendance will be by application only, in order to ensure a good mix of personalities and a broad selection of views. Each application will be judged on merit and the decision made by the British League committee will be final, there will be no appeal process.


Documentation

Discussions will be documented by a small team of administrators for later discussion by sub-group reporting to the British League committee.
Structure

The event will kick off with a keynote address from the British League Chairman.

Delegates will be split into small groups and asked to debate specific topics relating to the British League, then report back to the wider group.

Refreshments will be provided through-out the day.

The day will conclude with a review of the day’s discussion at 4pm.
Expense Claims

The British League has been awarded a small amount of funding to host the event.

Each delegate will have the opportunity to make a claim for expenses, which must be made in advance as part of their application.

Each expense claim will be judged on merit in conjunction with their application.
Potential Topics for Discussion

Financial - prize fund, entry fees, sponsorship, cost savings.
Expansion - new divisions, new regions, new professional league, new structure, stronger clubs.
Venues - centralisation, regional venues, home/away.
Promotion - branding, sponsorship, television, spectators.
New Initiatives - final day presentations, new individual competition, perpetual trophies.
