Schools are ONLY ALLOWED TWO 
PLAYERS PER COMPETITION (this does not include players ranked in the top 100 nationally) I would encourage 
schools to have their own competition and send the best two players in each competition (If entries are low there may 
be a possibility of extra players from schools, particularly in girls and Under 11 events)

UNDER 11s born after Aug 31st 2004(Year 6 or below) 
Under 13s born after Aug 31st 2002(Year 7 or 8) 
Under 16s born after Aug 31st 1999 (Year 9-11) 
Under 19s born after Aug 31st 1997 (Year 12-13) 
Winners will be invited to represent West Yorkshire in the National Finals at Aldersley Leisure Village on 
Saturday 23rd April. (If a pupil wins more than one competition they will enter in their own age group, with 
the runner up of the other competition representing West Yorkshire in the National Finals)
