• U11s and U19s will play between 09.15 and 12.00 noon. 
• U13s and U16s will play between 12.00 and 15.30pm  
• One team per school per category for the older groups. 
• Up to two teams for the Under 11s categories. 
• Only the winners go through by right to the next National round in mid January. The venue for this 

stage is Bradford. 
• The runners-up may be invited to the next round depending on the entry. 
• At least one player per team must be in the specified age group. 
• No player can be entered in two age groups. 
• Ages shall be reckoned as at midnight on 31st August/1st September 2018.
